Ask, and you will receiveéò 
 

Persistence is the key.  If it is a real love relationship, then itôs 

going to be a process.  It will have its hot-and-cold spotsð

sometimes it will feel like hellðbut God is in it with us, and 

we are both in it for the long haul. The great joy of prayer is 

that we never have to be afraid to ask, seek, doubt, or try.  

Even when we donôt feel anything happening, genuine prayer 

can rise up from the painful and dark places in our lives. This 

is the very time we should be coming to Jesus in the Holy 

Eucharistðwhen we feel like weôre not passing the course on 

loveðbecause that is when we need the prayer of others 

around us most. We need to believe that our community will 

ñsupply faithò and strength, when our voice alone is too weak 

to cry out for bread at midnight.
