ARE YOU SINKING?

Neurologist Dr. Oliver Sacks tells the story of Virgil, a man blind
since childhood, whose sight was restored at age 50. Virgil could
finally see colors and movements, but had great difficulty
organizing them into recognizable objects. His habits and
behaviors were still those of a blind man. Dr. Sacks concludes
that having physical sight is not the same as actually seeing.

Today we see a vivid illustration of this truth. To truly see Jesus
and his truth requires more from us than simply looking at Jesus,
or hearing his teachings. It is going to require a change of
direction, a change of life, and a transformation of our identity.
