That is how God 

gives ultimate reality and meaning to our existenceðby 

grounding every moment of our lives in Godôs own 

Compassion.   
 

This Advent, ponder the Popeôs words, ñEvery child born is a 

sign of trust in God and humanity, and a confirmationéof the 

hope in a future open to Godôs eternityé.ò Remember that 

THIS is the hope that is ñindelibly engravedò on our hearts 

because we are created for eternal life.

In response to recent healthcare concerns and our local 

economic situation, we are aware of a 

number of families in our parish that 

may be in a situation where they are not 

able to have health insurance and need to 

have access to a physician for their 

children and cannot afford the office 

visit.  We take infants to 18 years old.  To help assist 

these families, we have a volunteer physician on 

property following the 12:15pm Mass on Sundays.   He 

will see children aged infant to 18 years old.  The three 

criteria that must be followed are:  the family must be 

parishioners at Holy Family; they must be without 

medical insurance; they must not be on Medicaid.
